MACHINERY FOR CLEANING SEEDS

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

This is one of the activities for which empiric practices are more common. It is a very rudimentary activity.  

The cleaning of seeds and/or grains is made by hand in many cases. The seeds are extended on the floor, on blankets or a table, so the workers are able to remove the branches and dirt they may have.  When larger waste needs to be removed, the usage of larger sieves becomes necessary.  This is viable because of the cheap hand labor and the appropriate time the farmers have.  

Up to July 7 2004, 221 Seed Producers registered under the Servicio Nacional de Sanidad Agraria (National Service of Farming Public Health - SENASA), a regulation and control entity for the production of seeds. (A complete list of the registered producers is enclosed).  

Generally, second hand machinery is used in this activity for cleaning the harvested grain of rice, coffee, wheat, etc.  In this case, the concerned machinery is registered for the corresponding product.  

The main brand names of machinery imported are: Xeltron, Suzuki, Sacaría, Buhler, Sangati.  

The main exporting countries of machinery are:  Brazil, Colombia, Costa Rica, the United Kingdom and the United States.  

Something important to emphasize here is that this machinery is exempted of custom tariffs (Ad Valorem).  The only due payment is sales tax and insurance.  (See chart of tariffs).  

Antidumping rights are not applied to this product.  

CONCLUSIONS 

Given the characteristics of the seed storing market, the tariff profit that shows the intention of the state to support this activity and the machinery can be used for seeds and other types of grains, we consider there is a potential market for seed-cleaning machineries to develop.

DISTRIBUTION AND MARKETING 

The strategy in this point must focus on an intense fieldwork by its representative, to demonstrate the time saving and hand labor that can generate the machine.  

Along with this work, it is important to mention the extra time the farmers would obtain since they are not comfortable with doing nothing.  They prefer doing something productive, and working with a machine is quite attractive for them.  

Although we ignore the capacity of these machines, we think they could not be adapted for independent farmers because of the little production they may have. Nevertheless, their association can be a good alternative different from thinking of selling services to third parties in their same area.  

As in any agricultural sector, the financial aspects are very limited in Peru. They must find the way to look for financing in order to buy the machinery. Through other means, it would be very difficult to introduce it.

He recognizes that the work of cleaning seeds in Peru is done by hand, and workers use large sieves where seeds, waste and impurities are shaken off.  

He does not know about machineries or machinery importers for this activity.  

As a suggestion to the exporter, he says it is important to know the needs of each seed producer since each of them has different ones.  The quality aspect is very important to understand because, otherwise, the farmer will have double work to do.

 The machinery is imported from Brazil, USA and Italy. The main reasons are quality, guarantee and a competitive price (order of importance). This company lacks of import experience from India, but is willing to receive a list and quotations of different machinery manufacturers. 

 Ms. Rivas considers that India has improved its machinery industry in the last years. She found out about it visiting various manufacturers’ websites.  

She recommends the exporter to keep good quality, a competitive price and to apply the guarantee when required.
