MACHINERY FOR DRYING SEEDS

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

The seed-drying activity is complementary to the cleaning of seeds and grains. In Peru, this activity is developed on the coast and the Andean region, the countryside as well as the city.

The analysis characteristics are similar to the ones of the seed-cleaning machinery.

Generally, machines are used by companies dedicated to the sowing of grains and seeds. On the other hand, in the Andean region people are used to dry the seeds outdoors taking advantage of the sun, which is a risky practice due to the unexpected rainfall. 

In this activity, there is local manufacturing of machinery (see attached list of manufacturers).  

There are many areas in the country where the machinery cannot be used because they lack of electricity, thus the only solution is natural drying.   

Similar to the seed-cleaning, the drying practice is used not only for seeds but also for grains in general.  

The main brand name concerned in this heading is Pinhalense from Brazil. Some of the main exporting countries are:  Brazil, Mexico, Germany and USA.  

There is no tariff preference for this product, and a 4% tariff ad-valorem applies for new machinery and 7% for second hand machinery. 

No antidumping rights apply to this product.  

CONCLUSIONS 

Similarly to the cleaning machines of seeds, according to the characteristics of the market of storing seeds, we consider there is a potential market to develop in the case of seed-drying machinery.  

DISTRIBUTION AND MARKETING 

The strategy in this point must be focused on an intense fieldwork performed by the representative in order to prove the time saving, hand labor and the guarantee of seeds not getting wet because of rain. 

An important aspect that would be very appreciated in this business is that because of the good quality of seeds, farmers’ harvests will be better. If this turns to be possible, this product could offer a profit pursued by the farmers.  

Although we are not aware of these machines’ capacities, we think they could not be adapted for independent farmers due to the little production they can have; nevertheless, it is suggested to create an association of farmers as well as thinking about selling service to third parties in the same area.  

As in any agricultural sector, the financing aspect is very limited in Peru. Farmers must figure out the way to finance the sale of machinery; otherwise, it would be very difficult to introduce it.

He is not aware of any project referred to the use of machinery for drying seeds being developed by the Ministry of Agriculture.  

He says that the seed-drying activity in Peru is made either by hand or using machines. The machinery is used where there is electricity, although there are areas that have adapted their machines to make them work with fuel, but it turns to be very expensive. This system is used only when it is very difficult for them to dry their seeds. 

He does not know about machinery or importers of machinery for this activity.  

As a suggestion to the exporter, he recommends to know the need of each seed producer since they are all different.

The quality aspect should get a lot of attention; otherwise, the farmer will have double work.

It is a manufacturing company which exports machinery, mainly aimed at the construction sector. It is an importer, though, of machinery for the agricultural industry (rice, seeds, coffee and flour).

The agricultural machinery is mainly imported from China (90%). Price is the main reason why China is chosen to import these products from. Quality is also a consideration. They lack of import experience from India but it is considered a technological country.  

He recommends exporters to have a competitive price and know the farmer well.  

They would import form India if the supply were attractive, which applies to all products.  This expert would be interested in representing any farming machinery company. 

JOSPAC IMPORT 

This importing company is representative of brands such as Kohler, Vencedora, Husqvarna, Sthil, Ryobi etc.

The machinery is imported from Brazil, USA and Italy. The main reasons are quality, guarantee and a competitive price (order of importance). This company lacks of import experience from India, but is willing to receive a list and quotations of different machinery manufacturers. 

Ms. Rivas considers that India has improved its machinery industry in the last years. She found out about it visiting various manufacturers’ websites. She recommends the exporter to keep good quality, a competitive price and to apply the guarantee when required.  

They would import from India if the supply were attractive, which applies to the machineries used for sugar, coffee, seed cleaning and drying, flour, rice.
